Trail symbols indicate the relative degree of difficulty of a particular
trail compared with all other trails at Catamount. If you are unfamiliar
with Catamount you should transition through the degrees of difficulty
beginning with trails marked “Easier”.
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Lifts: 8, 2 Quads, 3 Triples, and 3 Wonder Carpets
Terrain: 44 Trails. Green: 35% , Blue: 42%, Black: 23%
Snowmaking: 39 Trails are covered

Vertical Descent: 1,000 feet

Longest Run: Ridge Run to Upper Promenade to Lower Promenade, 1.75 miles
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
