Snow sports can be enjoyed in many ways. You may see people at Smugglers’ 
Notch using alpine, telemark or cross-country skis, snow blades, snowboards, 
and other specialized equipment. Regardless of how you decide to enjoy 
our trails, there are elements of risk. Use common sense, show courtesy to 
others, and anticipate dangerous situations before they arise. The following 
guidelines represent the most basic common sense and courtesy:

1. �Always stay in control and be able to stop or avoid other people or objects.

2.� �People ahead of you have the right of way.  
It is your responsibility to avoid them.

3. �You must not stop where you obstruct a trail or are  
not visible from above.

4. �Whenever starting downhill or merging onto  
a trail, look uphill and yield to others.

Your Responsibility Code

5. �Always use devices that prevent runaway equipment.

6. �Observe all posted signs and warnings and keep clear of any potential hazard.

7. �Prior to using any lift, you must have the knowledge and ability to load, ride,  
and unload safely.

8. �Respect the mountain. Please do not litter, either with trash or with foul language.

This is just a partial list. There are elements of risk that common sense and personal 
awareness can help reduce. Nevertheless, there are some risks associated with snow sports 
that cannot be eliminated. You are ultimately responsible for your personal safety.
Be aware of changing conditions; trail conditions vary constantly due to weather changes and 

skier/snowboarder use. Snowmaking, grooming, maintenance, and other activities 
may be in progress on trails at any time. Use caution, ski and snowboard in control 
and observe our Off Trail Policy (denoted on the front side of this map) should 
you wish to ski or snowboard off our designated trails. Smugglers’ recommends 
that you always ski or snowboard in groups of three or more.

Be advised that all poles, flags, signage, covers on equipment or 
objects, or other forms of marking devices are used by Smugglers’ 
to inform you of the presence or location of potential obstacles or 
hazards. These markings are no guarantee of your safety and will 
not protect you from injury. It is not possible to mark all hazards. 
It is part of your responsibility to avoid all obstacles and hazards, 
including those that are marked. Failure to use good judgment, ski 
or snowboard responsibly, or follow the Responsibility Code will 
result in loss of skiing and snowboarding privileges without refund.
